[bookmark: _GoBack]Applications for Property Tax exemption are submitted to the Board of Bonner County Commissioners, which then makes determinations of exemption eligibility. Should a property owner disagree with the decision made by the Board of Bonner County Commissioners, they may appeal the property tax exemption decision to the Bonner County Board of Equalization. Pursuant to Idaho Code § 63-501, an appeal of property tax exemption denial must be received by the Bonner County Board of Equalization by the 4th Monday in June.
