1. Septic Permits — Permits are required for 
all subsurface sewage disposal systems. 

2. Septic Tank Pumpers — Licensing. 

3. Public Drinking Water Permitting — Water 
systems serving 25 people or 15 connections 
or more require approval. 

4. Solid Waste — Inspect municipal and non-
municipal solid waste facilities and pro-
grams, complaint investigation. 

5. Shallow Injection Well — Registers all shal-
low injection wells constructed after October 
1, 1997. 

6. Food Safety — Enforce sanitation regula-
tions, issue permits, inspect establishments, 
complaint investigation. 

7. Public Pools — Permitting and annual in-
spections, complaint investigation. 

8. Marinas and Public Docks — Permit re-
quirement for facilities to have pump-out sta-
tions and on-shore restrooms for customers. 

9. Aquifer Program — To protect the Rathdrum 
Aquifer there are restrictions placed on sew-
age loading and disposal of non-domestic 
wastewater as well as chemical storage and 
disposal.

1. Water Wells — Permits are required. 

2. Injection Wells — Permits are required for 
injection wells greater than 18 feet in depth. 

3. Dry Wells — Inventory sheet is required for 
wells less than 18 feet in depth. 

4. Water Rights — Obtaining or transferring 
water rights. 

5. Stream Channel Alteration — Permits may 
be required for work done below the ordinary 
high water mark of a stream or river. 

6. Dam Safety — Certification is required for 
construction or maintenance of dams, in-
cluding stockponds and mine tailings im-
poundments.

1. Navigable Lakes and Rivers—Permits re-
quired for activities occurring in, over or un-
der navigable waters, or which affect the 
course, location, condition or capacity of 
such waters. 

2. Fill & Discharge—Permits required to dis-
charge dredged or fill material into US waters 
or wetlands.

1. Approach Permits — Permits are required 
for all driveway and road development within 
the right-of-way of state highways. 

2. Utility Permits — Permits are required for 
all utility work done within the right-of-way 
of state highways. 

3. Other Encroachment Permits — Permits 
are required for all other activity within the 
right-of-way of state highways, including 
signs and banners of either temporary or per-
manent nature.

1. Encroachment Permits — Permits are re-
quired for all driveway and road construction 
and paving within the right-of-way of county 
roads. 

2. Weight Limits — Weight limits may be im-
posed on county roads during spring melt. 

3. Utility Permits — Permits are required for 
all utility work done within the right-of-way 
of county roads. 

4. Event Permits — Permits are required for 
events, such as parades or road races, occur-
ring in the right-of-way of county roads.

1. Construction Permits — Permits are re-
quired for electrical wiring, plumbing, and 
HVAC systems. 

2. Digging & Excavation— Call 811 before you 
dig. Find current state statues and rules for 
digging and excavation at dbs.idaho.gov/
rules/current.html 

3. Electrical Licenses — Registration and li-
censing of electritian apprentices, journey-
men, and contractors. 

4. HVAC Licenses — Registration and licensing 
of HVAC apprentices, journeymen, and con-
tractors. 

5. Plumbing Licenses — Registration and li-
censing of plumber apprentices, journeymen, 
and contractors. 

6. Contractor Licensing — Registration and 
licensing general contractors. 

7. Elevators — Register elevators, conduct 
yearly inspections, and track accidents. 

1. Timber Harvesting — The Forest Practices 
Act sets forth the rules and regulations for 
harvesting timber on federal, state and pri-
vate lands. Notification is required. 

2. Burn Permits — Permits are required for 
burning related to forestry activities. For oth-
er types of burning contact your local fire de-
partment. 

3. Forest Stewardship Program — Assistance 
with private forest management plans. 

4. Lake Encroachment Permit—Permits are 
required for work done in a lake or reservoir 
below the ordinary high water mark, includ-
ing docks, water supply lines, shoreline alter-
ation, boat launches, etc. 

5. Surface Mining & Dredging—Reclamation 
plans must be submitted, approved and 
bonded prior to development.

1. Air Quality Permitting — Any business or 
industry that emits or has the potential to 
emit pollutants into the air is required to 
have an air pollution control permit from 
DEQ. 

2. Outdoor Burning — Outdoor burning is 
regulated, please call for more information. 

3. Water Quality Permitting — Land applica-
tion of wastewater and operation of swine 
facilities requires a permit. 

4. Waste Management Permitting — Facili-
ties that treat, store, or dispose of wastes as 
well as certain ore processing facilities re-
quire permits. 

8. Hazardous Materials Oversight — Facili-
ties that generate or dispose of hazardous 
waste must report annually, information. 
For Emergencies call 1-800-632-8000. 

9. Underground Storage Tanks — Regulation 
and inspection.

Also regu-
lates emission of radiation. 

2. Water Pollution — Regulates discharges of 
pollutants into public waters and protects 
waters actually or potentially designed for 
drinking use. 

3. Toxic Substances — Regulates the manu-
facturing, processing, distribution, use, and 
disposal of commercial and industrial 
chemicals. 

4. Hazardous Waste — Regulates identifica-
tion, classification, generation, manage-
ment and disposal of hazardous wastes.

2. Fishing — Regulates seasons and rules re-
garding fishing. Fishing license required. 

3. Anti-Poaching — Enforces anti-poaching 
laws through investigation and prosecution.

4. Invasive Species — Inspects vessels and 
provides washing stations to prevent the 
introduction of aquatic invasive species.

2. Agricultural Inspections — Conducts 
fresh fruit and vegetable inspection and 
grading. Implements weights and 
measures, warehouse, and organic pro-
grams. 

3. Animal Industries — Regulates and moni-
tors Idaho livestock including dairy farm 
and processing plant inspections, range 
programs, animal health, and CAFO inspec-
tions. 

4. Pesticide Licensing — Licensing required 
for professional and private pesticide appli-
cators and dealers.
